HISTORIC ROAD REPORT 

The old road between Cooke and the Soda Butte Station then sometimes called the Buffalo Ranch was closed during the winter. If the 

residents had to get out, they did so by skis, snowshoes or sled. The road was finally kept open in about 1938.
