Bear Spray Canister Recycling: Bear-deterrent pepper spray is a recommended precaution when hiking in bear country, but thousands of thanks to a unique community partnership resulting in new technology, Yellowstone-area visitors can be safe and be green.
What: Yellowstone National Park, along with a group of private and other public partners, will unveil a first-of-its-kind device that allows bear spray canisters to be safely emptied and recycled, reducing harmful impact on the environment.  The device is based on a design by Montana State University students and was part of a project by the Gallatin National Forest.  Residents are encouraged to bring their empty bear spray canisters for recycling.  (Advance coverage requested if possible to notify public of this opportunity). Canister collection sites will be located throughout the Yellowstone region including in Yellowstone National Park, surrounding national forests, wildlife refuges, numerous retail sites and Gallatin Field Airport.
