Do not - Sneak through the line

Do not - Complain or get angry, it won’t get you any closer or any
sooner

Do not - Ask the FHWA employees questions after office hours (let
them enjoy their time off)

Do not - Think that the construction company forgot to take down
the sign “wait for the pilot car” and proceed out. They don’t forget!
Do — Plan your departure ahead of time, in case you have to wait up
to 30 minutes

Do — Respect the time and space of the construction workers for your
safety

Do — Go to the bathroom before you leave your home or business
Do — Plan your errands for once a day into town

Do — Tell your house guests what to expect when they come to visit
Do — Call the FHWA office if you have questions

Do — Wait for the pilot car when the sign says to wait
